This applies to the collection and transport of the used material as well as to the sorting, processing,
recycling and production. The sand set is a dantoy toy produced in Denmark from recycled waste material from the shipping industry. The set consists of 59 pieces in pretty blue
navy colours, which may vary slightly due to the production process. The sand set from dantoy's maritime universe, Blue Marine Toys, consists of many elements that provide ample
opportunity for imaginative role play and exploration in the great outdoors with sand and water.
